Thanks to the generosity of our alumni and friends,
the FY 22 Medical Alumni Annual Fund reached $466,000.

Provides immediate resources and funding for more than
80 student organizations, which assist more than 35 free
clinics throughout Detroit

Supports USMLE Step 1 and Step 2 prep, resulting in
increased academic success. The Class of 2022 celebrated a
97.4% match rate - 4.5% higher than the national average

Student Organizations help to shape healthcare
policy at a state and national level

Wayne State’s Science Policy Network-Detroit, known as
SciPol-Detroit, visited Capitol Hill to advocate for three
student-selected, science-based policies: federal science
funding (America Competes Act), maternal and perinatal
health (Momnibus bill) and health disparities (Health Equity and
Accountability Act). The all-female group of 14, included
undergraduate, Ph.D. and medical students, as well as two
postdocs and two faculty members.
